The fortuitous meeting between the dashing Captain Harry Smith of The Rifle Brigade and the 14-year old, noble-born Juana Maria de Los Dolores de Leon in the aftermath of the infamous sacking of Badajoz after the city’s capture on 6/7 April 1812, and their wedding a fortnight later, was the start of 48 years of happy marriage during which the two were rarely separated. The story of their meeting and love at first sight, and their subsequent life together, during which, with Juana’s support, Harry’s life prospered, has since inspired generations.
This evening talk by General Garry Johnson, a former Green Jacket officer living in Winchester, is the story of Harry and Juana’s lives together from 1812-60 rather than the detail of the battles and campaigns in which they participated or were witness. It precedes an exhibition at the Museum, with the same title as the talk, from 30 March to 7 May 2012.
